Review

Read Philippians 2:12-16.

· What are the key words in these verses?

· Which one of these words resonate the most in you right now?

Engage 

How do you forget what lies behind?
· Why is this so hard?

· What did the apostle Paul leave behind? (See v. 5-9)

· It is hard to forget unless we are pressing in to something or someone else.  What does it look like to press in Jesus?

· To know Jesus expresses intimacy, experience and knowledge.  Which of those three are you most familiar with in your walk with Christ?

Read Philippians 3:10-11.

There are three elements in Paul’s life of pressing on.

· First, the power of his resurrection.  The resurrection power of Jesus lives in us.  What does that mean to you? 

· We are alive in Christ.  

· Share in his sufferings.  How does suffering shape us?

· How do we respond to suffering?

· Becoming like him in his death.  Look at Philippians 2:8.  

· The power of the resurrection makes it possible to share in his suffering and becoming like him in his death.  So what can the power of his resurrection mean in your life right now?

Pray

Pray through each of those three elements and that the power of his resurrection would be free to work in each of you.
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
